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Nuclear plant eyed for Oswego

Affiliate of Ginna’s owner seeks to build a multibillion-dollar facility

Unistar Nuclear Energy LLC, an affili-
ate of R.E. Ginna Nuclear Power Plant
owner Constellation Nuclear Group
LLC, plans to build a multibillion-dollar,
1,600-megawatt nuclear power plant at
the Nine Mile Point site near Oswego.

Baltimore-based Unistar is a joint ven-
ture of Constellation Nuclear and Elec-
tricite de France S.A., a French govern-
ment-owned utility and the largest nucle-
ar plant owner and operator in France.

The state Public Service Commission
last week approved EDF’s proposed $4.5
billion acquisition of a 49.9 percent stake
in Constellation Nuclear’s parent, Con-

Harris Interactive changes
go beyond cutting costs

Since Kimberly Till stepped in as CEO
last October, Harris Interactive Inc. has
undergone two waves of staff cuts. Those
efforts, combined with a new strategy fo-
cused on heightened expertise and tech-
nological innovation, should help the firm

recover its footing as
the recession recedes,
she said in an inter-
view this week.
Staff cuts already
were under way a year
ago as the Brighton-
based firm struggled

to align costs with
revenues. Under Till’s
leadership, deeper cuts have eliminated
$20 million in annualized costs from the
U.S. business, and she is turning her at-
tention to cuts elsewhere in the world and
sharpening innovations for clients.
Most recently, Till has been busy build-
ing a new management team that includes
